effectively when conducting your research).

e The section on site and domain and when you are searching consider putting in terms such as edu,
gov, org, and country references such as au, nz etc in this section.

e The date range recommendation.

e The advice on file types.

A really useful shortcut

of the resource is bound to have listed a variety of excellent resources that they may have used in order to
conduct their research — you don’t have to reinvent the research wheel.

Below is an example — open the document, scroll to the bottom and you will see that it has an extensive
reference list, many of which are internet resources that could be copied into a search engine.
